REHEARSAL AND PERFORMACE RULES

1.
There are no refunds for the participation fee.

2.
All actors and crew members should report their arrival and departure to the Stage Manager at every rehearsal.

3.
All questions should first be directed to the Stage Manager regarding day to day activities and rehearsal conflicts- not the Director.

4.
The Director should be advised and consulted regarding any problems that may arise and if the matter is not resolved contact the CORP Rep.

5.
You must attend all rehearsals unless you have notified the Director in advance.  If emergencies arise contact the Stage Manager.  Lack of notification can result in dismissal from show.

6.
Always arrive at rehearsals on time and you must always be picked up by scheduled rehearsal conclusion (please note a Director may call rehearsals early but parents will be notified and the children will always be watched over until their pick-up).  

7.
Please be advised children are required to stay in the building and close to the rehearsal space –no wandering outside.

8.
Disruptive and disrespectful behavior can result in dismissal from show.

9.
If you are running late contact Stage Manager first and then Director.
10.
All cast members will be responsible for keeping rehearsal and performance space clean.

11.
No visitors are allowed in dressing rooms, Green Room, or backstage area prior to, during or after any rehearsal or performance.
12.
Arrive for performances at “call time” designated by Director or Stage Manager.

13.
Please help promote the show.
14.
This is a alcohol, drug and tobacco free environment.  If anyone is caught breaking this rule it will be automatic dismissal from show.

15.
Always bring something to do (books, color books, etc.) to keep yourself occupied at rehearsals when not needed.  Please refrain from video games and always turn cell phones on silent.  Cell phones may be used only on breaks except of course in the event of emergency.

16.
Please use modesty in dress and appearance.  No girls in boys dressing area and vice versa.

17.
Public displays of affection are not professional are not permitted.

18. 
Please refrain from cursing, bad language, derogatory remarks or remarks of sexual nature of any kind.  

19.
At “Strike” all cast, crew and their parents are encouraged to help.  By cleaning dressing areas and Green Rooms as well as striking and transporting sets.

Please remember that CORP encourages all to enjoy their time by learning and expanding their talents but, at all times remember that respect for one another is of the utmost importance.  This is how we grow as a team and family.
